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All members and associates,

At the February 7, 2008 general membership meeting the Board of Directors recommended to the
full membership that beginning with the 2009 annual dues renewal, the dues be restructured so a
payroll deduction process can be initiated. Dues will be reduced to $24.00 per year for members and
associates who elected to enroll in the process. This will be a deduction of $2.00 per month for
members and associates. The dues will continue to be $25.00 for members and associates who use the
U.S.P.S. for renewal. This recommendation was approved by the membership present unanimously.

The payroll deduction process will result in a significant savings in postage for the Association as
well as the member. Also, it will allow the office to operate more efficiently in updating the dues
renewal. Along with the ease of renewal, members and associates will receive a permanent hard
plastic membership card with the members name printed on the card which will replace the paper
generic card now used.

Enclosed you will find a printed form with your name, pension number and amount of the monthly
deduction. This application must be signed by the member and your social security number entered
on the appropriate line. The deduction will begin with the June 2008 pension check so we ask that you
sign the form, enter your social security number and return the form in the envelope provided as soon
as possible.

The Board asks that all members and associates who presently receive a pension check seriously
consider the payroll deduction process as a way to save the Association and yourselves time and most

importantly, money.
